Surrounded by soothing hot springs, serene forest, and sea views, the resort is
rich in natural beauty. Whether visiting idyllic beaches in the summer, soaking
in an Onsen during winter months, or enjoying springtime cherry blossoms or
autumn leaves, the peninsula delights as a destination year-round.

A stay in a ryokan is like traveling back in time to experience the charm of old Japan. The first ryokan was created
in 705 A.D. and is known as the world’s oldest hotel. More than a place to sleep, these Japanese-style inns
typically include full board (breakfast and dinner), wellness baths, and personal care.

Unlike hotel rooms, ryokan have very little furniture. You will find comfortable tatami mat flooring and cozy yukata
robes. And while you are enjoying your multi-course Kaiseki dinner, ryokan staff will return to your room and
discreetly lay out traditional futon bedding for you.
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Staying at a ryokan means that the timeless charms of traditional
Japanese culture are right at your doorstep. From green tea-
making lessons to origami and sushi workshops, the resort offers
plenty of opportunities to connect with Japan's elegant heritage.
Take a glimpse into the world of scent bag making by creating your
very own perfumed cloth bag, or dress in a Kimono (or Yukata) and
experience Japan's traditional attire while taking a stroll through
the grounds. Guests can also learn the art of traditional incense
fragrances and explore the resort's many gardens, which are
designed in intricate, centuries-old patterns.

Home to one of the most amazing collections of Samurai swords
in the world, ABBA Resorts Izu houses countless treasures. These
precious antique katanas and scabbards are examples of master
craftsmanship, forming the most expensive and unique sword
collection in the world.
